Grass Valley Charter School Foundation Bylaws

Article I: 
Name:
The name of this organization shall be the Grass Valley Charter School Foundation (and/or GVC Foundation, GVCF, Charter Foundation).

Article II:
Purpose:

The purpose of this association shall be to support and further the goals set forth in the Grass Valley Charter School Strategic Plan (December 2007).  Primarily this support would be in the form of fundraising, but could also include other activities.
Article III:
Membership:
1. General Membership:  Any parent or guardian of a student currently enrolled at the Grass Valley Charter School.  Teachers are also welcome members.  The principal is a standing member of the foundation.
2. Board Members:  The BOARD shall consist of six (6) to fifteen (15) individuals elected by the General Membership at the beginning of each school year.  The board membership shall be distributed as follows: 

a. Parents – 3 members

b. Teachers – 2 members

c. Classified Staff – 1 member

d. Principal

3. Resignation by any Board Member, including Officers, must be submitted in writing to the President.
4. Membership as a Board Member, including Officers, may be terminated by a majority vote of the Board if any Board Member’s absences are deemed excessive or inexcusable.

5. In the event of a mid-term vacancy on the Board, including Officers, the President shall appoint a parent to finish out the term.  This appointment must b e confirmed by a majority vote of the Board.  In the event of a vacancy of the office of the President, the Vice-President shall assume the office.

6. All actions in the name of the association must be made with the knowledge and approval of the Board.

Article IV:
Board Members Duties
1. Board Member Duties:  Shall include:  Attending all meetings; planning and organizing fundraisers and support activities; developing an annual budget for any funds raised; voting on any action to be taken by the Board; chairing committees and electing Officers to perform the executive duties of the Board.  Board members are voting members.
2. Officers:  The Board shall elect no less than four (4) officers; President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer.  Officers are elected by the Board at the beginning of the school year.  Term of office is one (1) school year.  Officers can be reelected for more than one term.  Each Officer shall have one vote and must be in attendance when the vote is cast.   A quorum requires a majority of Board Members to be present.

3. Officers and Their Duties:  

· President – To prepare meeting agendas; to preside at meetings; to oversee all Grass Valley Charter School Foundation functions.

· Vice President – To assist the President; to preside at meetings in the President’s absence.

· Secretary – To keep minutes of all meetings and action items; to publish and make available said minutes within fourteen (14) working days of those meetings; to conduct all correspondence on behalf of the Board; to contact members of the Board regarding meetings.
· Treasurer – To collect all monies and prepare deposits on behalf of the Board; to maintain ledgers of all financial activities; to write checks as authorized by the Board; To present oral and written financial reports at monthly Board meetings; to commission an annual audit by an outside entity and submit the audit report at the first meeting of the school year; to coordinate the annual preparation of all Federal and State tax reports as required.

Article V:
Meetings
Board Meetings shall be held monthly.  Special meetings may be called by agreement.  All meetings are open to the public.  Meetings shall be governed by these bylaws.  Any disputes shall be settled by Roberts Rules of Order.

Article VI:
Amendments
These bylaws may be amended at any meeting by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of all Board Members including Officers.
